Named after the king's visit to unveil the wedding plague to commerate the marriage between
members of the two great whisky families Haig & Jameson in 1907 (which can still be seen in

our walled garden today).

Named after the wife of James Mollison, who in August 1932 flew solo in his Puss Moth aircraft

across the Atlantic on the first east to west crossing.

'CAPTAIN SAUL' SUITE 402

Named after the Irish navigator who stayed at the house before taking off with Charles

Kingsford Smith in June 1930 to fly to America.

Saturday... there's a great line in whiskies as well of course. Groups bookings up to 35 persons
are welcome - perfect for pre and post dinner drinks, whisky tastings can also be organized.

THE COCKTAIL LOUNGE offers the very best sea views in Dublin, food is served daily plus our
renowned Afternoon-Tea-By-The-Sea and extensive range of house-made cocktails. Live piano
music every Friday & Saturday, ideal with pre-dinner drinks.
